 BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE  BOROUGH 
OF ALLENHURST, COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, AS FOLLOWS: 
SECTION I.  That Ordinance No.: 2022-01 entitled “An ordinance fixing the salaries of all 
appointed officials and employees of the Borough of Allenhurst in the County of Monmouth and 
State of New Jersey (excepting members of the police department)” be and is hereby revised and 
amended to read as follows:  
Section 1. 
 The salaries to be paid to elected and appointed officials, and employees of the Borough of 
Allenhurst, County of Monmouth (excepting members of the Police Department) and the time and 
payment for same is hereby affixed as follows:

AN ORDINANCE REVISING THE HANDICAPPED 
PARKING ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF

dedicated space;  

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough of Allenhurst, County of 
Monmouth, State of New Jersey, that the Borough Code of the Borough of Allenhurst be and is 
hereby amended and supplemented as follows:  
 
I.  That Chapter VII, section 17-39 of the Borough of Allenhurst Revised General Ordinances 

be and is hereby revised to add a newly dedicated handicapped parking space along Main

All other sections and subsections of Borough Code of the Borough of 
Allenhurst not specifically amended by this Ordinance, shall remain in full force and effect.  
III. INCONSISTENT ORDINANCES. All other Ordinances or parts thereof inconsistent 
with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed as to such inconsistency. 
IV. SEVERABILITY. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this 
Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, 
subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed 
valid and effective. 
V. AND IT IS FURTHER ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) 
days after the first publication thereof after final passage as provided by law.
